Their is a second variant, 
the colorized one, where the person is from one 
of the main lines of this chart.

A line of dots represents a direct 
line of continuity without showing 

all its various representatives. 
Most of the time it means a direct 
line from fathers to sons, but not 

always. It often represents a 
connection between different 

members of the chart through 
direct links but on a secondary 

level of importance for this chart.
