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The Capitol Building

The capitol building stands as a symbol of the state, and the center of
its government, on an eminence east of the Des Moines River. Its golden
dome, visible from the far reaches of the valley, surmounts a dignified
structure of modified Romanesque architecture, typical of the style of
the 1870’s and 1880’s, when it was built.

Broad lawns and great stone steps sweep down westward from the
capitol toward the river and the Des Moines business district. Lawns,
with flower beds, trees, shrubs and monuments, extend to the south, and
parking lots and auxiliary buildings to the east and north. The entire
area, of capitol grounds includes 93 acres.

The capitol houses the offices of the governor, secretary of state,
auditor, treasurer, attorney general and secretary of agriculture, the
chambers of the supreme court, the state senate and house of repre-
sentatives, and the law library. Other offices of state government are
found also in the capitol, and in the state office building, the state his-
torical building and other buildings on and adjacent to the capitol
grounds and in downtown Des Moines.

The corner stone of the capitol was laid Sept. 29, 1873, and the building
was dedicated in 1884. Construction was brought to a close in 1886.
The cost was $2,875,594.59. Expenditures were increased to a total of
$3,296,256 by repairs, restoration and redecorating following a fire in the
north wing Jan. 4, 1904.

The exterior of the bhuilding is entirely of stone, with elaborate
columns and handsomely designed cornices and capitals. The substruc-
ture is of dark Iowa stone topped by a heavy course of vari-colored
granite cut from glacial boulders gathered from the Iowa prairies. The
superstructure, or main part of the building, is of buff colored sandstone
from quarries along the Mississippi River in Missouri.

The capitol is 364 feet long, north and south, by 247 feet wide. The
dome, rising 275 feet above the ground floor, is overlaid with 22 carat

gold.
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Center of State Government

The government of Iowa centers in the venerable, golden-domed
capitol, which presides over a constellation of 11 other buildings on its
park-like 93 acres, and eight buildings or quarters which the state owns
or leages in downtown Des Moines. Planned in 1870, the capitol was de-
signed to house all the state’s activities, but they have overflowed into
one building after another as the state has grown and its functions have
multiplied. Although the capitol no longer houses all the government,
it still is the center of administration, of legislation and of judicial
interpretation.

Here come the committees from communities, the lobbyists to see the
legislators, the litigants and lawyers to contest appealed cases. Here
also come the sight-seeing delegations, men wearing badges, women
wearing badges, and throngs of school children. Especially during legis-
lative sessions the children come, marshaled by their teachers, to parade
up the grand staircase, look at the murals, gaze into the dome, sit in the
legislative galleries, maybe even to be introduced to the legislature or
to meet the governor,

There were 418 persons employed in the capitol when the Iowa State
Capitol planning Commission made a recent survey. But when the
legislature is in session there are also 158 legislators and their 158
secretaries and a staff of some 60 legislative clerks and assistants.
And visitors throng the corridors at a rate of 400 to 500 a day; there
have been 2,300. Focal point of activity, aside from the legislative halls,
is the cafeteria in the ground floor corridor, where hundreds have a meal
or & lunch or at least a cold drink, in the course of the day. And serious
business is discussed,

Rivaling the capitol for historic interest is the state historical building,
where library resources and museum exhibits abound and guided tours
are conducted. First in volume of employment is the state office building,
with some 1,347 persons employed. State employees in other bulildings
in Des Moines aside from the capitol numbered 820 when the planning
commission survey was made,

How Site Was Selected
And Capitol Was Built

Location of the capitol on its commanding site resulted from a series
of decigions that began almost with statehood. The new state quickly
recognized that the capital should be farther west than Iowa City, and
the First General Assembly in 1846 authorized a commission to select a
location. Amidst rivalries a Jasper County selection was made, and then
rejected. In 1854, the Fifth General Assembly decreed a location “within
two miles of the Raccoon forks of the Des Moeines River.,” The exact
spot was chosen when Willson Alexander Scott gave the state 93 acres
where the capitol now stands.

A group of Des Moines citizens built a temporary capitol (which was
later bought by the state), near where the soldiers’ and sailors’ monu-
ment now stands. In 1857 Governor Grimes proclaimed Des Moines to be
the capital city, and state papers and functions were transported thither.
The temporary capitol was in use for 30 years, until destroyed by fire,
but in the meantime the permanent capitol was being planned and built.

The General Assembly in 1870 established a capitol commission fo
employ an architect, choose a plan for a building, not to cost more than
$1,500,000, and to proceed with the work, but only by using funds avail-
able without increasing the tax rate.

The capitol and grounds, as the camera is pointed
northeast, are shown as they looked on inaugura-
tion day, Jan. 12, 1961. To the right and rear of
the capitol is the state office building, connected
with the ecapitol by a tunnel. The soldiers’ and
sailors’ monument is in the lower right, just this
side of Walnut Street, which runs diagonally across
the corner of the picture. Just outside the picture,
at right center, is the old Amos Hiatt school build-
ing, which houses several departmenis. The long
diagonal street beyond the capitol at left, is Grand
Avenue, running easterly. Beyond Grand, with a
dome, is the state historical building. Left from
the historieal building, with smokestack, is the
heating plant, which has ecarpentry and paint
shops, paper warehouse and document storage
clustered around it, and the vocational rehahili-
tation building on the far side. The empty lot, with
trees, at left of the heating plant is the site of the
new $1,500,000 employment security commission
building. A proposal that the state purchase the
property as far east as 14th Street, which cuts
diagonally across the upper right of the picture,
has been made by the capitol planning commission.
The suggested north boundary would be the alley
beyond (to the left of) Grand Avenue. The state’s
present holdings, of 93 acres, extend toward the
viewer to include the agricultural laboratory build-
ing (former International Harvester Building) and
the state garage, not shown in the picture,
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The board employed Edward Clark, architect of the capitol extension
at Washington, to aid in selecting plans and medifying them to keep the
cost within the limits of appropriations. The board also instituted tests
to ascertain whether Iowa stone could be found suitable for building.
John C. Cochrane and A. H. Piquenard were designated as architects,
and a corner stone was laid Nov. 23, 1871. A smaller, fulltime commission
was appointed in 1872. Much of the original stone had deteriorated
through waterlogging and severe weather, and had to be replaced, and
the cornerstone was relaid Sept. 29, 1873.

Although the building, as planned, could not be constructed for
$1,500,000, the Cochrane & Piguenard design was retained and modifica-
tiong were undertaken. Mr. Cochrane resigned in 1872 but Mr. Pigquenard
continued until his death in 1876. He was succeeded by two of his as-
sigtants, M. E. Bell and W, F. Hackney. Mr. Bell regigned in 1883 to
become supervising architect for the treasury department in Washington,
and Mr. Hackney continued until completion of the building.

Successive legislatures made appropriations and the commission built
within the limits of the funds appropriated. The building was dedicated
in January, 1884, when the General Assembly was in session. The
governor’s and other offices were occupied in 1885. The supreme court
room was dedicated in 1886.

The building commission made its final report June 29, 1886. The cost
had totaled $2,873,294.59. The audit showed only $3.77 unaccounted for
in the 15 years. The commission bemoaned that it could not have had
another $30,000 to finish the frescoes and build the south and west steps.

In 1902, in order to modernize and repair the building, a third capitol
commission was created. While work proceeded, a disastrous fire in the
north wing, Jan. 4, 1904, ruined the house chamber and damaged other
offices. The commission restored the building, purchased paintings and
mosaics, and redecorated almost all the interior. The original decora-
tions are still in the senate. These expenditures raised the total cost of
the capitol to $3,296,256.

Design of Capitol
And Its Appearance

The architectural design of the capitol, rectangular in form, with
great windows and high ceilings, follows the {raditional pattern of the
nineteenth century planning for public buildings, a modified and refined
Romanesque style which gives the impression of strength and dignity
combined with utility.

The commanding feature is the central towering dome. This is con-
structed of steel and stone and covered with 22 carat gold, which,
glistening in the sunlight, can be seen from far distant places. The dome
is surrounded by a lockout lantern that may be reached by long and
winding stairs, and it terminates in a finial that is 275 feet above the
ground floor, The rotunda beneath the dome is 67 feet in diameter. Four
smaller domes of simple design rise from the four corners of the capitol.
The pediment over the front entrance discloses a fine piece of allegorical
sculpture. -

Stone for the basement was gquarried in Johnson County, Towa; granite
came from Iowa boulders; stone of the main structure from St. Genevieve
and Carroll counties, Missouri; steps, columns and other parts from
Anamosa, Iowa; Cleveland, Ohio; Sauk Rapids, Minn,; Lamont and
Joliet, Tll. Imported and domestic marble of 29 kinds was used in the
interior; and the wood used was nearly all from Iowa forests of walnut,
cherry, catalpa, butternut and oak.
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As is so often the case with public buildings, visitors are likely to
enter on the ground floor. Although the majestic approach is up the long
hill and stone steps from the west, the convenient entrance is from the
parking lots on the east. The ground floor corriders are busy with
cafeteria service, and in the busy season this area is thronged. Here
vigiting groups may stop at the custodian’s office to obtain information
and to inquire about guide service. There are information desks also on
the upper floors.

The beauty, dignity and arrangement of the interior become ap-
parent as the visitor stands under the dome on the first floor. Broad,
lofty corridors extend west, north and south. Walls are highly decorated.
The prevailing fones are brown and tan, with brighter colors in the
decorations. The grand staircase is to the east. Suites opening from the
gouth corridor are those of the governor, auditor of state, treasurer of
state and the executive ecouncil. The supreme court and secretary of
agriculture are to the north, the secretary of state to the west and the
attorney general to the east.

The grand staircase ascends to a landing and divides north and south
to bring visitors to the floor above, where the house of representatives is
on the north, the senate on the south and the law library on the west.

The senate hall is 58 feet long, 91 feet wide and 41.9 feet in height.
It is finished in marble, white oak and =cagliola, and is furnished in ma-
hogany. The figures in the ceiling represent Industry, Law, Agriculture,
Peace, History and Commerce.

The hall of the house of representatives is 74 by 91.4 feet, and 47.9
feet in height. It is finished in marble, scagliola and black walnut.

The law library is 108.4 feet long, 52.6 feet wide and 44.9 feet high.
It is furnished in ash and chestnut and beautifully wainscoted in marble.

The Mural “Westward”
And Other Decoration

Extending full width of the east wall over the staircase is the great
mural painting, “Westward,” an idealized representation of the coming
of the people who made Iowa. This was completed as part of the 1904
decoration. Edwin H. Blashfield, the artist, wrote of it:

“The main idea of the picture is a symbolical presentation of the
Pioneers led by the spirits of Civilization and Enlightenment to the
congquest by cultivation of the Great West. Considered pictorially the
canvas shows a prairie schooner drawn by oxen across the prairie. The
family ride upon the wagon or walk at its side. Behind them and seen
through the growth of stalks at the right come crowding the other
pioneers and later men. In the air and before the wagon are floating
four female figures: one holds the shield with the arms of the State of
Iowa upon it; cne holds a book symbolizing enlightenment; two others
carry a basket and scatter the seeds which are symbolical of the change
from wilderness to plowed fields and gardens that shall come over the
prairie. Behind the wagon and also floating in the air, two female
figures hold respectively a model of a stationary steam engine and of an
electric dynamo to suggest the forces which come with the later men.
In the right hand corner of the picture melons, pumpkins, etc.,, among
which stand a farmer and a girl, suggest that here is the fringe of
cultivation and the beginning of the prairie. At the left a buffalo skull
rather emphasizes this suggestion.”

On the upper floor level above the “Westward” painting are six
mosaics in six arched panels depicting Defense, Charities, the Executive,
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the Legislative, the Judiciary, and Education. These were made in
Venice from small pieces of colored stone, according to designs by
Frederick Dielman of New York, who also designed the mosaic panels
Law and History in the Congressional Library.

Twelve statues, high within the rotunda, beginning north of the
library door, represent History, Science, Law, Fame, Art, Industry,
Peace, Commerce, Agriculture, Victory, Truth and Justice.

Eight lunettes, or half-moon-shaped paintings, surrounding the ro-
tunda are the work of Kenyon Cox, famous American artist. They are
entitled: Hunting, Herding, Agriculture, the Forge, Commerce, Edu-
cation, Science, Art. They are allegorical and indieate the progress of
civilization.

At the top of the staircase on the south wall is a painting of a basket
of corn by Floyd V., Brackney, a native of Marshall County. Thig picture
wag the center of the Iowa exhibit at the Panama-Pacific Exposition
in San Franecisco.

The batile flags carried by the Iowa regiments in various wars are
preserved in niches on the main floor—Civil War 36; Spanish-American
War 13; First World War 26. In the west hall is a plaque done by
Nellie V., Walker in commemoration of the work of Iowa women in the
fight for civic and political equality. In the south hall is a 26-foot
photographic enlargement, showing the grand review of the 188th
Infantry on the capitol grounds following their return from France in
1919,

Above the grand stairway, facing the large ““Westward,” are quota-
tions. On the south side is one by Patrick Henry: '*No free government
or the blessings of Liberty can be preserved to any people but by a firm
adherence to Justice, Moderation, Temperance, Frugality and Virtue and
by a frequent recurrence to fundamental principles.”

On the north side is one by G. W. Curtis: **Courageous confidence in
the intelligence of the community is the sure sign of leadership and
success.”

Underneath it is one by Solon: “The ideal state—that in which an
injury done to the least of its citizens is an injury done to all.”

To the west is a quotation from William Pitt: ‘“Where law ends
tyranny begins.”

Around the rotunda on the frieze above the columns is the famous
Ahraham Linecoln quotation: “That government of the people, by the
people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth.”

The Governor's Office
Has Its Own History

On Jan. 1, 1885, Governor Buren R. Sherman hecame the first occu-
pant of the present offices of the Governor of Towa, following dedication
of the state capitol building the year before. Much of the decoration
and original furnishings of that day still are preserved in the four-room
suite. The large, ornate mahogany table in the center of the reception
room is an example. The frescoed ceilings were painted on the wet
plaster 75 years ago.

The governor’s private office was moved from the center room to the
west office by Governor Albert B. Cummins in 1902, The governor’s desk,
in front of a large French glass mirror, also was installed at that time

has been used by every chief executive since,
Visitors throng the capitol especially during legis-

and has been used by all successive chief executives of Iowa. Governor
Nathan Kendall (1921-1925) provided the solid, straight-back chairs for
visitors.

The grandfather clock in the governor’s private office dates from
about 1750 and once was owned by the prominent Iowa author Emerson
Hough of Newton (1857-1923). The tall clock in the office of the ex-
ecutive secretary is the original master clock controlling other clocks
in the law library, supreme court, and legislative chambers. Operated
by air, the clock must be wound once a week,

The offices are 23 feet 9 inches from floor to ceiling. The window
hangings are of a fine, plush material. Lamps in the inner office are of
pewter. Prisms of cut Czechoslovakian crystal decorate the chandelier
in the reception room. The woodwork was carved in cherry and ma-
hogany by skilled German craftsmen., The hearths and wainscoting are
of fine domestic and imported marble. Paintings in the offices are the
works of Towa artists.

Striking Monuments
On Capitol Grounds

The most striking monument on the capitol grounds is the pgranite
shaft rising 145 feet, erected to the memory of the soldiers and sailors
of the Civil War. The heroic bronze figure “Victory” is predominant,
while at the base there are four groups representing different branches
of the military or naval service, and numerous historical plagues and
medallion portraits of typical soldiers. The original design was by
Harriet A, Ketcham and work was commenced in 1894. A small and
appropriate memorial to Christopher Columbus, erected by Iowa citizens
of Italian ancestry, stands nearby.

General Grenville Dodge erected a monument honoring Towa's long-
time Senator William B, Allison. This is an allegorical design of heroic
dimensions, depicting civic duties in the public service, and it is en-
compassed by a flower bed.

West of the capitol is an impressive bronze statuary group depicting
the Pioneer. The cannon and mortar on the grounds are of Civil War
days. The grave of Willson A. Scott, one of those who gave the state
the capitol grounds, is near where he lived and is appropriately marked.
A, bronze cannon taken in the Spanish-American War and the head-
piece of the Battleship Iowa are near the historical building. A granite
block dedicated to the soldiers of the Spanish-American War alse
stands on the plaza east of the capitol

In 1950, the fine record of Iows citizens in war bond drives was re-
warded with the presentation of a replica of the Liberty Bell, and it is
properly stationed just across the street west of the state office build-
ing. Boy Scouts presented a replica in miniature of the Statue of
Liberty and it is erected between Grand Avenue and the parking area
east of the capitol building. A stone erected by the W, R. C. in honor
of Crocker Post No. 12, Department of Towa, was set in 1944,

A site for Iowa's memorial to Abraham Lincoln, a statue by Fred
Torey, depicting the Civil War president and his son Tad, was scheduled
to be dedicated Nov, 19, 1861, This was commigsioned by Friends of
Lincoln, Ine.
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State Offices Overflow
Into 20 Other Buildings

Originally the whole state government was housed in the capitol, but
departments through the years have outgrown it, one by one or in
groups, until now a 1961 map shows 13 state-owned buildings on or ad-
jacent to the capitol grounds, one state-owned building in downtown
Des Moines, and seven downtown buildings in which space is leased.
There is also to be a new building for the employment security commis-
sion.

First major building to be added to the capitol group was the state
historical building, planned originally in 1896 to house the Aldrich his-
torical collection, but now the home of the state historical department

Historical Memorial and Art Building

and of a variety of library and museum functions. Known as the
Historical Memorial and Art Building, it is 260 by 110 feet in size, built
at the turn of the century and enlarged by an addition in 1908.

The limited area of the capitol grounds became a major political
issue, and the Thirty-fifth General Assembly in 1913 set up a tax to
raise $3,000,000 to purchase lots, buildings and residences to clear the
way for expansion to 9314 acres. The land was landscaped, drives were
put in and a system of lighting was installed to enhance the beauty of
the capitol.

The six-story-and-basement office building, 120 by 246 feet in size,
was started with an appropriation by the Forty-ninth General Assembly
of $1,650,000, available July 1, 1941. First department to move in was
social welfare, Sept. 1, 1951, and occupancy was completed when the
department of public instruction moved, April 24, 1952. Total cost of the
building was $4,935,892.45. A tunnel from the new office building to
the state house was completed early in 1953 at a cost of $92,841.71.

The International Harvester Building, on the southwest corner of the
state house grounds, was bought in 1945. Total cost including remodel-
ing of its five floors was $541,972.
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The Amos Hiatt school building, southeast on the grounds, was re-
modeled for use of the commerce commission. An old school building
on the northwest corner of the grounds was razed. The former home
for governors north of the capitol was fitted for training of disabled
persons.,

Purchase of the old Y.M.C.A. building at Fourth Street and Keosauqua
Way for $300,000 was authorized by the Fifty-eighth General Assembly
in 1959.

Construction of a bhuilding for the employment security commission
was authorized by the Fifty-ninth General Assembly in 1961, with an
appropriation of $1,500,000. The site at East Ninth Sfreet and Grand
Avenue was designated by the state executive committee.

Locations of state departments are given in the list on page 22,
which would be longer if all offices within departments were named. The
telephone directory of state departments has 250 listings.

Proposals for Future
Buildings and Grounds

Proposals for the future development of the capitol and its grounds
were presented to the Fifty-ninth General Assembly in 1961 by the Iowa
State Capitol Planning Commission. Immediate first fruit of these
recommendations was the appropriation of $1,500,000 for construction
of the Employment Security Commission Building.

The planning commission pointed out: that the number of employees
to be provided for will increase by about 20 per cent in the next 20 years;
that present quarters already are overcrowded; that several of the
buildings are in such states of disrepair or inappropriate structure or
location that they should be removed; that additional parking space
must be provided; that the beauty and dignity of the capitol grounds
should be preserved and enhanced. Aeccordingly the commission pro-
posed:

Purchase of additional property and expansion of the capitol grounds
east to Fourteenth Street, north to the alley between Grand Avenue and
Des Moines Street, and south to the railroad tracks.

Construction of the Employment Security Building.

Construction of a library building and conversion of the state historical
building inte a modern museum building.

Congtruction of a new agriculitural building to bring together all
agricultural agencies now housed in the capitol and in the agricultural
laboratory building.

Construction of a small new office building to accommodate non-
agricultural departments to be removed from the agricultural laboratory
building (Harvester Building) and the Amos Hiatt Building, both of
which would be taken down.

Removal of the vocational rehabilitation training facility from the
capitol grounds to a site adjacent to one of the hospitals.

hRengoval of the highway patrol and civil defense offices to the edge of
the city.

Construction of a new heating plant and maintenance facilities in a
location less detrimental to the appearance of the grounds.
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Suggested incidentally also was the possibility that a small downtown
office building be erected if a survey should show that certain depart-
ments could best function by remaining in locations in the Des Moines

business district.

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The Government of Iowa

The government of the State of Iowa is based on a constitution
adopted by the people and upon statute laws enacted from time to time
by the general assembly.

Towa has always used the separation of powers doctrine, dividing the
governmental authority into its legislative, executive and judicial com-
ponents. Towa has had two state constitutions, the first approved in
1846, the second in 1857. Only eight states are now using constitutions
adopted prior to the Jowa constitution of 1857. The present constitution
has been amended 21 fimes.

The Iowa constitution’s “Bill of Rights,” Article I, is one of the best
sections of the state constitution. It has been used as a reference guide
for the model state constitution written by the National Municipal
League and by the framers of the 1948 New Jersey constitution.

The Elecforate—All men and women who have lived in Iowa for six
months, in the county in which they claim residence for 60 days, and in
the precinct 10 days, are entitled to vote if they are citizens of the United
States 21 years of age or over. Persons convicted of infamous crimes
and those declared idiotic or insane are, however, disfranchised. The
right of women to vote’'in Jowa is based upon the nineteenth amendment
to the United States constitution.

Election Days—The regular elections for national, state, district and
county officers are held on the Tuesday following the first Monday of
November of the even-numbered years. Candidates, with a few excep-
tions, are nominated at the primary election held on the first Monday in
June preceding the general election. Provision is also made for nomina-
tions by petition or convention. Political parties must use the primary
for nominating candidates, except for the judiciary, but in case no candi-
date receives the necessary 35 per cent at the primary, a convention
may nominate,

The regular election date for municipal officers is the first Tuesday
following the first Monday of November of the odd-numbered years. If
a municipal primary election is necessary it is held on the second Tuesday
prior to the regular municipal elections.

Legislative Department

General Assembly—The legislative authority of the State of Iowa is
vested by the constitution in a general assembly which consists of a
senate and a house of representatives. The terms of both senators and
representatives begin on the first day of January following their election.
Regular sessions are held biennially, commencing on the second Monday
of January of the odd-numbered years. Special sessions of the general
assembly may be called by the proclamation of the governor.

House of Representatives—The house of representatives consists of
108 members, elected for two years. Each of the 92 counties is entitled
to one representative and each of the nine counties having the largest
‘population elects an additional representative. Any person who has
resided in the state for one year and has the qualifications of a voter is
eligible for election as a representative. Women were admitted to the
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general assembly by an amendment of the state constitution adopted
in 1926.

The house of representatives elects a speaker and other officers, Each
house makes its own rules of procedure.

Senate—The senate consists of 50 members, elected by districts for a
term of four years. A sengtorial district contains from one to three
counties, and elects one senator. According to the congtitution, approxi-
mately one-half the senators are to be elected at each alternate biennial
election, but due to changes in the districts, the terms of 21 senators now
expire at the end of each alternate legislative biennium and those of 29
in the intervening years. Senators must be 25 years of age and have the
other gqualifications required of representatives. Members of both houses
of the Iowa general assembly are paid $30 for each day that they are in
session. The speaker and lieutenant governor are pald $60 per diem.

The last change in the apportionment of the Yowa legislature occurred
in 1904.

Executive Department

Elective Officers—The constitution of Iowa makes provisions for a
governor, lieutenant governor, secretary of state, auditor of state.
treasurer of state and attorney general, who are elected for terms of
two years at the regular biennial elections in the even-numbered years.
In addition, the general assembly has made provision for a secretary of
agriculture, elected for two years. A board of commerce commissioners
of three members, at present elective, will become appointive by the
governor in 1963. A superintendent of publie instruction is chosen by a
state board of public instruction, consisting of one member from each
congressional district in Yowa and one appointed at large by the governor.

Governor—The supreme executive power of the state is vested in the
governor, It is higz duty to see that the laws are enforced, to supervigse
the official business of the state, to make recommendations to the general
assembly, and to appoint various officers and boards. Most major ap-
pointments are subject to confirmation by the senate. He has the power
fo call special sessions of the legislature and veto acts passed by the
general assembly, but a majority of two-thirds of each house may pass
a bill over his veto. To qualify as governor, a person must have heen a
citizen of the United Stafes and a resident of the state for at least two
yvears and must be 30 years of age or over at the date of election.

Lieutenant Governor—The lieutenant governor, who must possess the
same qualifications as the governor, succeeds the governor in case of his
death, resignation or disability. His chief function is to act as president
of the senate.

Appointive Officers—In addition to the elected executive officers men-
tioned, there are a number of appointive officers, including the comp-
troller, the superintendent of banking, the insurance commissioner, the
labor commissioner, the adjutant general, the commissioner of public
health, the industrial commissioner and commissioner of public safety,
all appointed by the governor, usually with the approval of the senate.
The governor also appoints the members of a number of administrative
boards, including the state board of regents, the board of control of state
institutions, the state tax commission, the board of parole, the state
board of conservation, the liquor control commission, the state highway
commission and the unemployment compensation commission.

Executive Council-—The executive council is an ex-officio board made
up of the governor, secretary of state, auditor, treasurer and secretary
of agriculture.
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State Printing Board —The state printing board has three ex-officio
members—the secretary of state, auditor and attorney general—and two
members appointed by the governor. The board appoints the superin-
tendent of printing.

Judicial Department

The judicial department of the State of Iowa is vested by the con-
stitution in a supreme court, district court and inferior courts as the
general assembly shall provide.

Supreme Court—The supreme court consists of nine justices, elected
for terms of six vears, approximately one-third bheing elected at each
regular biennial election. The justices name one of their number as chief
justice, and he serves in that capacity until the expiration of hig term.
The supreme court appoints a reporter of the supreme court who is also
the code editor, a supreme court statistician, and a clerk.

Attorney General—The constitution also provides for an attorney
general who is elected at the regular biennial election for a term of two
yvears. He represents the state in legal matiers, gives advice to state
officers, and has, in addition, certain administrative functions.

Judicial Districts—The State of Iowa is divided by law into 21 judicial
districts, composed of from one fo nine counties. The wvoters in each
digtrict elect from two to eight judges.

There are now 75 district judges in the state. One of the district
judges presides over the district court sessions in each county. A. county
attorney and a clerk of the court are elected by the voters in each county.

Inferior Courfs—The general assembly has provided also for other
inferior courts. Each township is authorized to elect two justices of the
peace who hear cases involving minor offenses and hold preliminary
hearings on more serious charges. Municipal courts, superior courts,
police courts and mayors’ courts are authorized in cities and towns under
various restrictions. Municipal courts are oplional in cities having a
population of 5,000 or more and superior courts in cities with 4,000 or
over. Both municipal and superior court judges are elected for four-year
terms.

Municipal Courts—If a city of the first class has neither a municipal
nor a superior court, the council shall appeoint a police judge in com-
misgion governed and city manager cities and may provide for the
election or appointment of a police judge in such cities under the general
law. In all municipalities having none of these special courts, the mayor
acts as the police judge.

Jury Trials—Jury trials are the rule for serious cases, but under cer-
tain conditions may be waived or denied. Petit juries consist of 12
persons who must be “electors,” except in some courts of restricted
jurisdiction where the number of jurors may be six persons.

Local Government

County Officials—The State of Iowa is divided into 99 counties, the
boundaries of which may not be changed unless the change is approved
by the voters of each county concerned. A board of supervisors con-
sisting of three, five or seven members is the chief administrative agency
in the county. They appoint a county engineer, county home steward,
medical examiner, county welfare director and other administrative
officials. In addition, an auditor, who is the clerk of the board of super-
vigors, a sheriff, county attorney, recorder, treasurer, and clerk of the
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district court are elected by the voters, the terms being four years
except for the county attorney, who is elected for two years.

A county superintendent of schools is chosen every three years by a
county board of education. The county assessor is chosen by the board
of supervisors, county board of education and the mayors of the various
towns in the county, for a term of six yvears. They likewise fix his salary.

Local Functions—The Jowa county is a quasi-political corporation
which collects municipal, school, county and state taxes, enforces state
laws, has charge of poor relief and certain other welfare activities, and
shares with the state highway commission the management of the roads
and bridges in the county.

Townships, which in earlier days were effective units of local govern-
ment within the counties, have lost almost all of their functions, except
for the election of justices of the peace, in which many townships default.

City Government—The laws of Iowa also authorize the incorporation
of cities and towns. These municipalities derive their authority from the
general assembly and have only the powers specifically granted to them.
Four cities and towns are governed by special charters granted before
the adoption of the present constitution which forbids such acts of incor-
poration. Four cities have the commission form of government; seven
have adopted the city manager plan by popular election; and 13 others
have a city manager by ordinance. Members of the commission are
elected by the voters. The city manager in cities adopting that plan by a
popular vote is appoeinted by the council.

Municipal Classes —All other municipalities are under the general law.
Municipalities are classified according fo population into cities having
over 15,000 population; cities having from 2,000 to 15,000 population;
and towns having less than 2,000 population. Nine hundred and sixteen
municipalities have the mayor-council form of government, both the
mayor and the members of the council being elected by the voters for
two-year or four-year terms.

City Councils—The council is the policy-making body in municipal
government and it is also the chief administrative agency in the mayor-
council cities. The mayor presides over the coumncil, although he is not
a member, and has the power to veto acts of the council subject to a
two-thirds majority vote over his veto. He supervises munieipal activi-
ities and in cities and towns which do not have a municipal, superior or
police court, he serves as police judge. He also appoints certain officers,
including the marshal or chief of police, the city health officer, and
members of the police and fire beard, and other officials that the council
may direct him to appeint. The city solicitor and clerk, and in some cases
the engineer and members of the zoning board of adjustment are chosen
by the counecil.

Taxation

Tax Sources—Taxation is probably the most important governmental
power. The present state tax system of Iowa is a multiple tax system
based largely on sales, personal income and corporation taxes. There are
also taxes on inheritance, gasoline, cigarettes, beer and chain stores.
:l‘hIe property tax is the primary source of revenue for local government
in Towa.

Tax Levies—Property is assessed by the county assessors with some
aid from the state fax commission., Assessments are subject to revision
by lecal beards and by the state tax commission. Various mill levies for
state, county, school and municipal purposes are computed by the county
auditor on the assessed valuation. Tax money is paid to the county treas-
urer, who distributes it to the proper fund. Levies for county, school or
municipal purposes are, in meost cases, limited by state law. In larger
cities, city assessors function in addition to the county assessors.

Cities and Towns—Regular city and town elections shall be held bien-
nially on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November of odd-
numbered ¥years.

School-—The regular school election shall be held annually on the sec-
ond Monday in September; except in cities over 125,000 population, where
the election will be held biennially on the second Monday in September
of odd-numbered years. (GA'58, ch 186,55.)

General-—The general election for state, district, county and township
officers shall be held on the first Tuesday next after the first Monday in
November of each even-numbered year. (C., '58, §39.1.)

Political Convention Dates

County—Each political party shall hold its county convention on the
fourth Friday following each primary election. (C., '58, §43.89.})

State—Each political party shall hold a state convention not earlier
than the first nor later than the fifth Wednesday following the county
convention. (C,, ’568, 543.107.)

Judicial—Each political party shall hold a state judicial convention
not less than one or more than two weeks after their regular state con-
vention. (C., '58, ¥#46.1.)

District—Each political party shall hold a district judicial convention
in districts where judges are to be elected not earlier than the first nor
later than the fifth Thursday following the county convention. (C., ‘58,
§46.8.)

Presidential or Special—Precinct caucuses, county conventions and
state conventions of each political party are held in the years presidents
are elected and usually during the months of March and April on call
of the state chairmen of the political parties.

Election of State Officials

Bach two years in Iowa, the people elect their governer, lieutenant
governor, secretary of state, auditor of state, treasurer of state, sec-
retary of agriculture and atiorney general.

State commerce commissioners were elective officials until 1959 when
the 58th General Assembly enacted legislation providing for their ap-
pointment by the governor. The superintendent of public instruction is
named by 2 state board of public instruction, consisting of one mem-
ber from each congressional district and one appointed at large by the
governor.

The justices of the supreme court are elected for terms of six years.
District judges are clected for terms of four years.

Members of the senate are elected for four years; house members for
two years.

County Officers Given Four Year Terms

In 1960 a clerk of courts, auditor and sheriff were elected for four
years; the treasurer and recorder {wo years, Then in 1962 and thereafter
all will hold office four years. The county attorney will be elected every
two years.

Elections in Towa occur in even-numbered years.

Election of Federal Officials

Federal elections occur each four years, on the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in November of even years. The next election will be in
1964, The constitution provides that the only elected federal officials
are the president, vice-president, U. 8. senators and U. 8, representa-
tives. All other officers are appointive-—practically all by the president.
U. 5. senators serve a term of six years; house members serve terms
of two years. Holse members will be elected in 1962,

Constitutional Amendment

Further reapportionment, more fully representing population, is pro-
posed in a constitutional amendment, passed by the Fifty-ninth General
Assembly. This amendment (the Shaff plan) would permit a populous
county to have more than one senator, and would increase the number
of senators to 58. To become effective, this proposal must be approved
by the Bixtieth General Assembly and by vote of the people, o whom
it could be presented in 1964. If approved, it would permit election in
1966 of senators to serve in a 1967 General Assembly under the new
plan. The 58 districts would be delineated hy a joint committee of the
Republican and Democratic parties.
