The Executive Committee held its usual mid-year/meeting
in Yeshington, D. C. on April 25, 1933. President C. jI. Maorefield,
preaNied vith the following members of the Committee pfesent; G. C.
Dillm Michigan; Frederic E. Everet$, New Hampshipd; Gibd Gilchrist,
Texas; Moomas H. MacDonald, Washington, D. C; John/i. Macdonald,
Connectickt; C. H. Purcell, California; Z. E. Segyfson, Wyoming and
H. G. Shirdey, Virginia.

RepMgsentatives of .several State Hyghway Departments, .in
addition to thowe represented on the Commitfee, were present and
gave valuable assfstance in formulating tjfe plan of action of the
Committee concerning Federal legislation/then before a special
sesslion of the Congrage. Several houpb were consumed in a very
careful and full discuysion.

This resulted i\ a motioy, which was unanimously avproved,
authorizing the President ®w appgdnt a special Committee to prepare
a proposed Federal Highway pIqgphm, outlining the same in a bill
to be presented to the proper Mederal authorities. This Committee
was authorized to represent jfie Wgsociation on all matters pertain-
ing to this question and any expeMges incurred by this committee for
this purpose was to be asgfmed by the Assoclation. .

President Moofefield appointd] the foiloiving persons to
constitute this specig legislative committee; H. G. Shirley,
Virginia; Z. B. Sevigon, Wyoming, and A. W\ Brandt, New York.

It/was moved and carried that O. S. WardeMof Montana
be elected A member of the Txecutive Committee to sucdged L. H.
Wentz, of lklahoma, resigned whose term expires in 1936

Wyoming, beginning at the South Dakota~fiyoming State Line, east of
New Castle, via New Castle, Upton to Moorcroft.

U. S. 20 N and 8 Ohio. 4 request for a chan;e in U. S.
20 ¥ and U. S. 20 S permitting U. S. 20 N to pass through Toledo
is approved as follows; U. S. 20 ¥ from the west via Central Avenue
to Cherry Street, thence via State Boute 102 to a junction with

60 between Richmond and Burkeville and U. S. 501 between Burkeville
and Halifax).

U, S. 460, Virginia, U. S. 460, Virgiria, beginning at
Llynnhaven on U. S. 60, via Norfolk, Portsmouth, Suffolk, Waverly,
Petersburg, Blackstone, Burkeville, Farmville, Appamattox,
Lynchburg, Bedford to Roanoke. This route aosorbs that part of
present U, S. 60 between Burkeville and Lynchburge.

U. S. 501, Virginia. U. S. 501, Virginia, is changed to
read as follows; South Boston, Halifax, Brookmeal, Lynchburg, to
Buena Vista (this route absorbs that part of present U. S. 60
uetween Lynchburg and Buena Viata).

U. S. 58, Virginia. U. S. 58, Virginia, now terminating
at Hilleville, is extended westward to read as follows; via Galax,
Independence, Damascus, Abingdon, Bristol, Gate fity, Jonesville to
Cumberland Gap (This absorbs that part of present U. S. 421 bvetween
Bristol and Cumberland Gap)e.

U. 8. 340, Virginia. Omit the town of Hillwood.

U. S. 29, Virginia, District of Colwmoia, Maryland.
U._S. 29, Virginia, U. S. 29 now begins at Culpepper, Virginia,
18 extended north and east temporarily over U. S. 15 to liarrenton,
then over U. S. 211 to Fairfax, to.the District of Columbia line,
opposite the Francis Scott Key Bridge. Distriet of Columbia,
U. S..29 is extended through the District of Columbia to Silver

Springs, Maryland. larvland, from Silver Springs via Stzte Route
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27 to Tllicott fity and Baltimore. It is understood that this
is a temporary ex:ension, as a new route is now being constructed
by the State of Virginia that will makke a direct route from
Culpepper to lannasssas on to the District of Columbia Line to
connect ultimately with a by-nass around Washington, permitting
also a further development for by-passing around Baltimore and
probably Philadelpnia and New York City.

U. 8. 25, Michigan. U. S. 25 in Michigan at present
terminates at Port Huron, this route is extended northward follow=
ing the shore of Lake Huron to Port Austin, as 1ts northern
terminus. R

U. S. 319, Florida, Beginning at Tallahassee via
Wakulla, Carrabelle to Apalachicola.

U. S. 98, Florida. Beginning at Apalachicola via
Panama City, Cemp Valton to Pensacolae

U. S. 73, Oklahomae U. S. 73 is extended from its
present southern terminus at Atoka to the State line south of
Durant.

U. S. 224, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana. Beginning at
New Castle, Pennsylvania, on State Route 17 to the Pennsylvania~-

Ohio State Line, west of Hillsville. Ohio,beginning at the
Pennsylvania~Ohio State Line, west of Hilleville, via Canfield,
Akron, Wadsworth, lodi, Willard, Tiffin, Findlay, Ottawa,
Ottoville, Van Wert, Middlebury to the Ohio-Indiana State Line,
west of Hiddlebury. Indiana, beginning at the Ohio-Indiana State
Line, west of Middlebury, via Decatur to Huntington where it
intersects U. S. 24.

U. §. 466, Balifornia. Beéginning at an intersection
with U. S. 66, at Barstow, via Majave, Tehachapi, Bakersfield,
Famosa, Wasco, Atascadero to Morro. :

A petition from the State of Oklahoma for an extemsion
southward of U. S. 73 was deferred for further consideration due
to the fact that the route requested would traverse part of
present U. §. 75 and there is no applicdtion from Texas and
‘extension cannot be made without a development in that State.

Oklahoma's request for a new U. S. Tumbered route
between Bureka Sorings, Arkansas, and a point on U. S. 60,
between Canadlan and Pampa, Texas, presented by the State Highway
Department of Oklahoma was deferred due to the fact that there
was no request from Texas and much of the request from Oklahoma
covers unimproved earth construction. The request for this
reason was postponed for future action. \

A request from the States of Arkansas and Missourti,
for a U. S. Numbered route between Monett, Miassouri, and Rogers,
Arkansas, was deferred due to the fact that this is a very short
distance, also, owing to tie possible develomment of this route
northward through Missouri, which may add to the importonce of a
numbered route, final determination was deferred.

A request from the State Highway Denmartment of Cklahoma
for a new route beginning at the Texas Border on U. S. 271, south
of Hugo, viza Ada, Oklahoma City, Watonga to the Kansas State Line,
on U. S. 283, south of Englewood, Kansas, was disallowed bacause
considerably more than half of this entire route is already
covered by U. S. 270, and other varts are covered by U. S. 271,

U. S. 75 and U. S. 283. .

A request from the State Highway Department of Missouri,
requesting alternate routes for U. S. 40 and U. S. 67, to by-pass
St. Louls, but using a nrivately owned toll bridge, was dis-
allowed for the reason trat privately owned toll bridges are not
being recoznized with U. S. Numbered routes.

CALIFZRAIA, from the
California Stae line on U. S. 91, thence over U. S. 91 to Barstow,
tuence viz 'lojave, Tehachoni, 3oltersTield, Famosa, Wasco, Atascadero
to lforro. .
